The only churches at present in Communion with the Church of England are other Anglican Churches and certain Foreign Churches

Membership of the Electoral Roll is open to members of good standing of a church not in communion with the Church of England which subscribes to the doctrine of the Holy Trinity, where those members are also willing to declare themselves to be members of the Church of England.

3.

Every six years a new roll is prepared and those on the previous register are informed so that they can re-apply. If you are not in the parish but were on the previous electoral roll as a habitual attender and have been prevented from worshipping through sickness, enforced absence, or other essential reason from worshipping for the last six months you may write "would" before "Have habitually attended" on the form but add "was prevented from doing so because ..." and then state the reason.

In this form Parish is taken to mean ecclesiastical parish. Details of the boundary of the parish are available from Vicar, Wardens, Administrator or our Website (see under services / weddings, etc.)
